When a person becomes a Christian, her identity is changed.

feels, and acts. 
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Key Verse: “In which you previously lived according  
to the ways of this world, according to the ruler of the  

power of the air, the spirit now working in the disobedient. We too all 
previously lived among them in our fleshly desires, carrying out the inclinations 

of our flesh and thoughts, and we were by nature children under wrath as 
the others were also.” -Ephesians 2:2-3  

PETER DENIED JESUS AND WAS FORGIVEN

On the night before Jesus was crucified, Peter shared the Passover supper 
with Jesus and the other disciples. Jesus said, “Peter, Satan will test you, but 
I have prayed that your faith will not fail.” Jesus encouraged Peter to come 
back to the disciples afterward and to help them be faithful.

Peter said, “Lord, I am ready to go with you to prison or to die.”

Jesus said, “Before the rooster crows today, you will deny three times that 
you even know Me.”

Later that night, Jesus was arrested. Peter followed and waited outside. A 
servant girl said, “This man was with Jesus.” Peter quickly said, “I don’t know 
Him!” Someone else said, “You’re one of His followers!”  Peter said, “No, I am not!”

A third person said, “He is from Galilee. He was with Jesus.” Peter said, “I 
don’t know what you are talking about!” Just then, the rooster crowed. Jesus 
turned and looked at Peter. Peter ran away, crying over what he had done.

But the story isn’t over! After Jesus’ resurrection, Peter and other disciples 
were fishing. They had not caught any fish all night long. At sunrise, Jesus 
stood on the shore, but the disciples didn’t recognize Him. Jesus told the men 
to throw their net on the other side of the boat to find fish. As soon as they 
did, the net was full of fish!

One of the disciples said, “It is the Lord!” Peter jumped into the water and hurried 
ashore before the others. The men ate breakfast on the shore with Jesus. 

Three times, Jesus asked Peter, “Do you love me?” Three times, Peter 
answered, “Yes. You know I do!” Three times Jesus told Peter to feed His 
sheep, meaning for Peter to take care of Jesus’ followers. 

Three times Peter had denied knowing Jesus and now three times Jesus asked if 
Peter loved Him. Three times Jesus told Peter there was still work for him to do.

Later, Peter was with the other disciples in Jerusalem when the Holy Spirit 
came on them and they spoke in many languages. When people wondered 
what was happening, Peter preached to the crowd. He told them about Jesus. 
He begged the listeners to believe in Jesus as Savior. About 3000 people 
became believers that day!

Years later, when Paul wrote a letter to the Colossians, he urged believers 
to live lives that were true to what Jesus and the Scripture taught. Paul 
challenged the people to be compassionate, kind, humble, gentle, and 
patient. “Do everything in the name of Jesus,” Paul wrote.
